· Check battery charger for correct function and performance.
· Check integrity of battery box(es) and batteries, load test 

batteries (programmer & power stall—no more than 2v drop).
· Inspect joystick boot
· Inspect and test tilt (when applicable)
· Inspect and test recline (when applicable)
· Inspect and test electronic foot rests (when applicable)
